Language Investigation - Explore the ways power and authority shape spoken language.
Word count 1200 words
This unit is based on two transcripts of texts spoken by former US president George W. Bush. The unit will involve a certain amount of contextual preparation, before students are introduced to key terminology and the ‘mechanics’ of spoken language. The unit will also require students to conduct a full annotation of the two transcripts before writing a response which compares the two (in order to fulfil the requirement for sophisticated/confident analysis.
